She was born in Poland in
1867. Both of her parents were teachers. Because her mother died when she was very young,
Marie had to work from a very young age in order to help her family. When Marie was 24, she
moved to Paris where she attended university at the Sorbonne. She studied maths and physics
and she was a good student. She worked with Pierre Curie, another researcher in physics. They
married in 1895. Together, they discovered radium and polonium. In 1903, Marie Curie received
the Nobel Prize in Physics. She was the first woman to ever win a Nobel Prize. She shared this
prize with her husband and Henri Becquerel, a man who had helped them with their research.
Marie won another Nobel Prize in 1911. Marie Curie is now known as Madame Curie and the
results of her studies are still helping people who suffer from certain illnesses. Madame Curie
was indeed one of history‘s greatest minds.

G. Janet Evans retired from swimming in 1996. She was sure her best days were behind
her. She had won three gold medals at the Seoul Olympics and had set world records
that had stood for years. Everyone was surprised when Janet announced her return. She
said she was hoping to become part of the US Olympic team. A big decision after a 16
year break!

Due to his wonderful performance he easily won three sets and the match was
finished very quickly. It was impossible for his opponent Yang Chung to play at
the same level and the match was finished in a very short time. Still, it should be
mentioned that Yang Chung was an experienced Chinese tennis player.

Janet Evans retired from swimming in 1996. She was sure her best days were
behind her. She had won three gold medals at the Seoul Olympics and had set
world records that had stood for years. Everyone was surprised when Janet
announced her return. She said she was hoping to become part of the US Olympic
team. A big decision after a 16 year break!

Over
1,000 officers and men are on parade, together with two hundred horses; over two
hundred musicians march and play as one.
